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The medieval castle within the walled town of Carcassonne, France was built in the 12th century. Feudal lords who controlled a fortified city offered those who lived and worked within its walls protection in exchange for their loyalty and services. Carcassonne was conquered by the army of Simon de Montfort IV in 1209 but withstood many other attacks upon what was considered an impregnable fortress before and after that time. It was restored in the late 19th century.
